guidance in the year ahead.

Scripture Countdown
Choose 12 Bible verses – one for each month of the coming year.

Read them together leading up to midnight, and let each person pick a “verse for the year.”

Communion at Home
Read 1 Corinthians 11:23–26.

Remember Christ’s sacrifice as you begin the new year centered on the gospel.
